The Treasurer’s Report: A motion to accept the report was made by Bob Pacelli and 

Seconded by Allan Rice. The motion was passed unanimously with an 8 to 0 vote. Motion Passed

The floor is opened for discussion on any subject concerning the Hunters Tour.


A motion was made by Jeff Kunzer and seconded by Dave Freligh. A discussion ensued on the activation of a 5-man team challenge for each club in the Hunter’s Tour. The motion stated that the host club(meaning the next club in the shoot-off listing) will be scheduled 2 weeks past the last qualifying shoot on the schedule for the awarding of the prizes(Certificates) that the awards will be picked up by the receiver of the award or the representative of the shooters home club. The said motion included the activation of the 5-man team designation to be established for the 2010-2011 season in which the total score for an individual club top 5 shooters will be counted for the 5-man team total which will having a running account of the scores added for the best top 8 qualifying shoots ie., 8 qualifying shoots out of 15 shoots available with the top 5 scores added for the 8 shoots total.
The motion was passed unanimously with a 7 to 0 vote. Motion Passed

The next discussion was brought to the floor by Charlie Kiefer on the discussion of the price of targets.
A motion was made to keep the price at $15.00 for the targets with $13.00 going for the cost of the targets and  $2.00 going for the Hunters Tour awards. The motion by Bob Pacelli  and seconded by Walker Lee. A discussion
 ensued and it was brought to the floor. The motion passed with a 7in favor to 1  against vote (CK Nay). Motion Passed
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A motion was made when establishing the 5-man team with the top 5 scores it will be regardless of class the top score is shot in but the top scores will have to come from 5 individual shooters scores regardless of the class the score came from.. The motion was made by Walker Lee r and seconded by Dave Freligh. A discussion ensued and the resolution was brought to the floor for vote. The motion passed with a 8 in favor.  Motion Passed.


A discussion ensued brought to the floor by Tom Wirth about having the Hunters Tour establish a sponsored station that could be used thru out the Hunters Tour. The criteria of the  sponsored station is having a sponsor or a group of sponsors designate a particular station at each shoot and the best totals to be added at the 8 qualifying shoots and the top shooter or shooters will be awarded the prizes(amount) that the sponsor or sponsors have donated for that event. The subject will be investigated a brought the next Hunters Tour Meeting in February.

A discussion was brought to the floor about the year being the 20th anniversary of the Hunters Tour. An idea was presented to have flyers or posters installed on the web site establishing that this year is the 20th year and the longest running sporting clays league. Dave Johnson mentioned he would come up with something that will be used on the web site.


A motion was made to have the web site fees lowered from $30.00 to $10.00 paid from each club for each shoot. This will help defray the cost for the web site and maintenance. The motion was made by Brandon Stafford and Seconded by Dave Freligh. Discussion ensued and the resolution brought to the floor for a vote. The motion passed with 8 in favor. Motion Passed.

A motion was presented to floor to have a shooter incentive raffle with each club donating $100.00 toward the shooter incentive raffle. The criteria of the raffle would as follows per shooter -  -8 shoots attended the shooter gets 1 ticket entered into the raffle, 9 shoots attended the shooter will have 2 tickets entered in his/her name, etc. The awarding structure for who or how many will be awarded will be finalized at the February meeting. The motion was made by Charlie Keifer and Seconded by Allan Rice. The discussion ensued and the motion was brought to the floor for as vote. The motion passed with 7 in favor and 1 against (DFnay). The Motion Passed

A motion was bought to the floor to kill or amend the previous motion about the shooter incentive raffle. The motion made is to have 100% participation from the Hunters Tour Clubs and that the representatives from 2 of the club cannot give permission to allot $100.00 for the shooter incentive raffle. The representatives of the member clubs will have to electronically vote on the shooter incentive, once to 2 remaining clubs have got permission to allot $100.00 for the raffle there will be 100% participation or nothing. The motion was made by Bob Pacelli and Seconded by Walker Lee. The motion passed with 8 in favor. Motion Passed.
