The Treasurer’s Report: A motion to accept the report was made by Dave Freligh and 

Seconded by Walker Lee. The motion was passed unanimously with an 8 to 0 vote. Motion Passed
Old Business:  – None
New Business:

Dave Freligh made a motion to form committee to ensure the attendance raffle prizes are randomly drawn.  The motion was seconded by Walker Lee.
The committee will be Allan Rice, Jeff Kunzer, Dave Freligh, Charlie Kiefer, and Dave Johnson.  The committee will meet on April 16, 2011 at 4pm at Rochester Brooks.  Dave Johnson will print a list of all Hunters Tour participants that are eligible.  The print out will have one line for the each entry that person is eligible for.  i.e.  if the shooter shot 8 shoots in one class there will be one entry, if the shooter shot 15 events in one class that person would have seven entries.  Dave Freligh will provide a tumbler that the entries will placed in to and randomly mixed before drawing names.  The top prizes will be picked in the following order: $500, $200, $100, Savage Rifle.  All other prizes will be assigned based on the order Allan presents them, i.e. Allen will announce the prize and the name will be picked and assigned.  After all the prizes have been assigned, the assembled list will be posted on the Hunters Tour Website.  All prizes will be available for pick up at the Salmon Creek Shoot on May 7 & 8.  If the winner cannot attend the Salmon Creek event, the winner can designate a representative to pick up the prize, but the representative must sign for the prize.  The only prize that will not be available at the Salmon Creek event is the Savage Rifle as that must be picked up at Beikrich’s.  The motion was passed unanimously with an 8 to 0 vote. Motion Passed
Allan Rice made a motion to send invites to all of Hunters Tour Sponsors to attend and shoot the Salmon Creek event.  The cost of one round for each sponsor would be paid to Salmon Creek by the Hunters Tour Treasury.  The motion was seconded by Dave Freligh.
