The motion was passed with 6 votes in favor and no opposed. Motion Carried.
Agenda - Item 2- Youth Trophies

A discussion was presented on the resolving the issue of awarding Youth Trophies to the 2007-2008 youth participants. The discussion presented a solution for the awarding of Youth Trophies. Gerry Shook made a motion for the Hunters Tour to purchase 5 Trophies for the Youths that Qualified with 8 shoots with the classifications as follows: 1st, 2nd, 3rd and participants to be awarded accordingly and the said motion that each club would pay $20.00 toward the expenses that will be involved in purchasing the Trophies. The motion was seconded by Charles Keifer. Discussion ensued with Dick Ramble taking in charge of acquiring the trophies and putting on the. Trophy “Youth Hunters Tour 2007-2008”.  The motion was carried with 6 votes in favor-no opposed with motion being carried.
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Agenda – Item 2 – Trophies

A discussion was presented on continued participation of the youth shooters in the Hunters Tour. Charlie Kiefer made a motion that the Hunters Tour clubs  be billed accordingly a fee that will cover the cost of the purchase of future youth trophies with the end of the Hunters Tour results showing a total of the youths that qualified with a minimum of 8 shoots. Gerry Shook seconded the motion. Discussion ensued with the motion being passed with 6 in favor and no opposed that the fees will be paid to the Treasurer at the end of the Hunters Tour season. The motion carried.

Agenda – Item 2 – Trophies


A motion was made by Tom Wirth for each Hunters Tour Club to pay $20.00 toward the 2007-2008 Youth Trophies expenses and the remainder stay in the Treasury ear marked for Youth Trophies. The motion was seconded by Jeff Kunzer to go into discussion. The motion was passed with 6 in favor and no opposed, motion carried. The $20.00 fee that was paid this day for the trophies were paid by Salmon Creek, Williamson and Canandaigua with the remaining clubs to send to the treasurer the $20.00 fee to cover the cost. 

Agenda – Item 2 – Youth Fees


A motion was made by Bob Pacelli to raise the Youth shootings to $5.00 for the youths that shoot to qualify on the Hunters Tour not practice shooting. Tom Wirth seconded the motion to go into discussion. The discussion ensued as to try and promote youth to shoot and to get more youth involved in shooting on the Hunters Tour. Currently there is no shooting cost to the youths that are shooting in the league youth events no further discussion was needed. The vote was brought to the floor and the motion failed with 2 votes in favor and 4 opposed to the motion. The motion failed.

Agenda – Item 3 – Target Presentation


A motion was made Charlie Kiefer to have target presentation set at a soft to medium presentation of shown targets with 1 station being placed in to the middle of the course as a score separator station with challenging targets. It will be encouraged by all the clubs to participate with this target presentation. The motion was seconded by Gerry Shook to go into discussion. The discussion reconfirmed that there will be a minimum of 8 stations with 50 targets presented. The discussion was brought to a vote with 6 in favor and no opposed. Motion carried.


Agenda – Item 4 – Safety Issues
Charlie made a motion for setting minimum standards for safety rules on the Hunters Tour and to form a Safety sub-committee to establish the minimum standards for the participating member clubs on safety. Motion seconded by Bob Pacelli. Discussion ensued.
The Sub-committee for Safety Standards will be represented by Charlie Kiefer, Bob Pacelli and Tom Wirth to come up with the minimum standards of safety for the participating clubs to at least follow and have the standards voted on via internet with all clubs returning safety issues to the Sub-committee that was formed. All clubs will submit the safety features they would like present. Once the safety standards are agreed upon the hosting club for its shoot will publish the safety standards along with the shooting card so the shooters will be informed of the safety criteria.

Motion passed with all representatives 6-0 to accept. Motion carried.

Agenda – Item 5 – Future Trends

Agenda – Item 6 – Promote / Improve Hunters Tour


The discussion talked about getting corporate level sponsorship and possibly getting local newspapers to run articles on the Hunters Tour. Joe Weiser to investigate on getting the Rochester Democrat to run an article on the Hunters Tour participation and the clubs involved.


Agenda- Item7 - Thunder Ridge Introduction into Hunters Tour


A motion was made by Gerry Shook to keep the 8 clubs that are in the Hunters Tour because the system is working well with the current 8 clubs and to establish a waiting list for any future clubs to be admitted when 1 club falls out. The waiting list will have Thunder Ridge as 1st placement of the said list. Jeff Kunzer seconded the motion to go into discussion. The voted was taken with 6 member clubs voting to accept the motion and no opposed. Motion carried.


Agenda – Item 8 – Round Table Discussion – New Business


Joe Weiser will be setting up a checking account for the Hunters Tour (similar to like a bowling leagues account). Joe will become the primary signature carrier and it was voted to have Dick Ramble as secondary signature for the account. 


A motion was made by Bob Pacelli and 2nd by Jeff Kunzer to have the fees taken in at the shoot-off to the funds ear-marked to cover the cost of future trophy costs and expenses that the Hunters Tour has incurred threw out the year. The previous funds from previous shoot-offs averaged about $140.00 which was put into the Lewis system, which was broken up to about level classes with paying 1st and 2nd in each level classes which amounted to about $5.00 to $7.00 per payout. The motion was passed with 6 votes in favor and no opposed. Motion carried. . The $20.00 fee that was paid this day for the trophies were paid by Salmon Creek, Williamson and Canandaigua with the remaining clubs to send to the treasurer the $20.00 fee to cover the cost for the 2007-2008 season.


A discussion was to re-establish the cost to be charged for practice shooting. The practice round will be at the cost of the current member prices at which ever club is hosting the shoot.

Cost of Targets and League Fees

A motion was made to keep the League fees cost at $ 15.00 with $ 2.00 of the fees to go toward the Hunters Tour and $ 13.00 going for targets by Gerry Shook and 2nd by Bob Pacelli. A discussion ensued and the motion was voted on to accept the proposal with 6 voting in favor of the motion and no opposed.  Motion carried.

Agenda – Item 9 – Selection of Shoot-off Host Clubs Listing


A discussion entailed on leaving the listing open for whichever club would want to host the shoot-off and leave it to the discretion of that host club to carry out the payments to the shooters. The elimination of the Shoot-off listing to be discussed in the future Hunters Tour meeting.
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Agenda – Item 10 – Tie-Breaker Vote


It was resolved that secretary will be used as the tie-breaker vote for resolving issues that have a tied voting result. The motion was made by Gerry Shook and 2nd by Tom Wirth. The motion was voted with 6 to accept and no opposed. Motion carried.

A motion was made to adjourn the meeting and seconded by Tom Wirth. Motion carried.
