Agenda - Item 1- Review 2008-2009 Financial Reports

The financial report was read by Joe Weiser. The total income for the season was $4,925.00 and the total expenditures were $4,740.02. Leaving a balance of $193.56 for the start of the 2009-2010 Season. The motion to accept the financial report by Dick Ramble and seconded by Jeff Kunser. Discussion ensued. The motion was carried unopposed.
Agenda – Item 2 – Scorekeeper/Webmaster position to be filled


Joe Weiser has advised the Hunters Tour Directors that he wishes to resign the post of Scorekeeper and Webmaster for the Hunters Tour. He discussed his involvement and the establishment of the Hunters Tour web site. The time he has been involved has been 8 years and 

It’s timely involvement to maintain the site and recording the weekly scores. The Directors were given the task of finding a suitable replacement among the organizations to replace Joe as scorekeeper/webmaster. The Directors were then to get back to the President in a reasonable amount of time if there was a replacement. Joe also stated that the web site is being transferred and migrated over to Yahoo domain format due to geocities being acquired by Yahoo. Joe would stay on until the transformation has been solidified. The president will inquire to the directors within a month to see if there is a replacement. A note from the directors that Joe has done a fantastic and excellent job while performing as the Webmaster/Scorekeeper.

The discussion of establishing an Original web site name was presented and the following choices were presented 1st choice Hunters Tour.com and 2nd choice Hunters Tour wny.com. Joe will check to see if the domain names have been used. Also discussed was that the web site will now have domain fee attached to the site and Yahoo has given us the fee of $4.99 a month for a year to be locked in at that price. The cost of maintaining the web site domain will be distributed among the participating clubs on the Hunters Tour that will add to the fee the clubs pay for the webmaster/scorekeeper. The amount of $30.00 per club was established as an interim amount until there a set amount that will be established. The motion to establish a domain website and fees was presented by Bob Pacelli and seconded by Tom Wirth.


The motion was passed with 6 votes in favor and no opposed. Motion Carried.
Agenda - Item 3- Financial Secretary and Treasurer
The position of Financial Secretary and Treasurer was opened to the floor for discussion and a motion was made to have Jeff Kunser named as the Financial Secretary and Treasurer for the Hunters Tour funds and expenditures for the 2009-2010 season. The motion was made by Tom Wirth and seconded by Dick Ramble. A discussion ensued and the motion was carried and no opposed. Motion carried.
Agenda – Item 4 – Secretary of the Hunters Tour position to be named.
The position of secretary of the Hunters Tour minutes was opened to the floor for discussion and a motion was made to have George Day as the Secretary of the minutes and records for the Hunters Tour. The motion was made by Gerry Shook and seconded by Dick Ramble. The discussion ensued and the motion was carried and no opposed.

Agenda – Item 5 – Discussion on the Final shoot criteria, eliminate, awards, etc,.
A motion was made to make the final shoot of the season a final and qualifying shoot instead of a banquet and awards shoot and to eliminate the final Lewis Class event with the monies/prizes to be to be passed to the HT club directors which will be passed to the individual shooters. The motion was made by Dick Ramble and seconded by Gerry Shook. The discussion resulted in that the last of the season will be the final shoot that will be also a qualifying shoot for the minimum of having (8) shoots to qualify for a individual class. The elimination of the Lewis Class shoot. The system of passing the monies/prizes to the Hunters Tour representative Directors which will be passed onto the individual shooters within 30 days of the last shoot. The motion was carried and no opposed.
Agenda – Item 6 – Price of Hunters Tour targets

The motion of raising the price of the Hunters Tour targets and the amount of monies that will go towards the event costs and the league year end prizes, the amount of $20.00 total for the event cost and the amount $5.00 toward the year end prizes was established. The motion was made by Dick Ramble and seconded by Jeff Kunser. A discussion ensued on the amount price of $20.00 total league fee with $5.00 of that amount going to the year end prizes/awards, etc, Also the discussion of youth fees will be waived for the individuals under the age of 15 accompanied by an adult and the criteria on the web site will be updated to reflect the changes that will be in affect on the youth classification. The motion was voted on, the motion was carried unopposed. Motion carried.

Agenda – Item 7 – Safety Discussion, posting safety rules, running teal, etc,

A motion was made to have all the participating clubs post the safety guidelines that are posted on the Hunters Tour web site and the changes that will be made on the web site regarding the shot size that will be allowed for shooting sporting clays. The changes on the web site will carry the shot size of lead shot to be no more that #7½ shot size max in lead and the shot size of # 6 max for steel shot. Also the 16 gauge shotgun size will be added to the shotgun usage line. All other safety criteria will not change. The motion was made by Tom Wirth and seconded by Jeff Kunser. The motion was voted on and carried with no opposition. Motion carried
Agenda – Item 8 – Discussion on of shooting classes.

No changes were necessary, subject tabled until next meeting, leave as is.
Agenda – Item 10 – Adding Painted Post back into Hunters Tour

A discussion ensued on entering Painted Post in to Hunters Tour. A motion was made to have Painted Post put back into the schedule for the 2009-2010 shooting schedule on an interim basis with the stipulation that the club will abide by the Hunters Tour posting of safety rules and the safe target presentation of the Hunters Tour with safety standards applied and will be given (1) shoot to establish their standing in the league as was previously done with others clubs entering the Hunters Tour. The motion made by Tom Wirth and seconded by Bob Pacelli. The motion was voted on and carried unopposed. Motion carried.
Agenda – Item 11 – Discussion on status on Whispering Pines

A discussion of the status of Whispering Pines with the club being put on a transitory basis for future re-entering the Hunters Tour.
Agenda – Item 12 – Round Table Open Discussion – New Business


A discussion ensued on the usage of some shooters shooting multiple guns one after another on the same squad, therefore causing a back-up in the flow of squads shooting. A motion was made to limit the size of shooting squads to a total of six shotguns per squad or six shooters with six shotguns, and for it to be posted on the web site in the shooting the event category. The motion was made by Gerry Shook and seconded Guy McGlynn. Further discussion ensued and the entire representative Directors approved the content. The motion was carried with all members in favor of the motion. Motion carried.
Also a discussion developed on the possibility of setting up a hot line in case a mishap may occur at one the club due to unforeseen act (i.e., snow, severe rain, severe flooding et.,) It was noted that it shall be up to the Club representative Director to notify the other representative of the misfortune that occurred at the host club. All the Representatives said they would take on that responsibility.
